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THE POWER OF DESIRE

      Let me start with the scripture in Mark 11:22-23 " For verily I say unto you, That whosoever shall say unto this mountain, Be thou removed, and be thou cast into the sea; and shall not doubt in his heart, but shall believe that those things which he saith shall come to pass; he shall have whatsoever he saith. Therefore I say unto you, What things soever ye desire when ye pray, believe that ye receive them and ye shall have them.".  It is important to realize the highlights of the scripture, faith, Saying, seeing, belief, and of course verses 24-25 forgiving. But many people overlook the importance of desire. Psalms 37:4 says "Delight thyself in the Lord and He will give you the desires of your heart". Now back to the book of Mark. If your mentality is I want that, it would be nice, I wish, ect.. That is not good enough. That in itself does not qualify as desire. To desire something means that you have to go after it, asking, seeking, knocking, working for, pressing on for, realizing persistence wears out resistance, winners never quit and quitters never win. Tough times don't last but tough people do. 
 
      The question that we should ask ourself when we desire something is how bad do we want it?. What are we willing to give up to go after it. The scripture starts by saying have faith in God, having faith in God enables us to be able to have strong faith. Even as Abraham staggered not at the promise through unbelief but was strong in faith. Remember faith doesn't ignore the facts, it changes them. I know many people that are quoting the scriptures they are asking in prayer, they are believing but they do not desire it enough to work for it. go after it, make necessary changes, then they end up believing it more in their head then their heart. When you have faith in God you delight yourself in the Lord and you realize your labor in the Lord is not in vain. This helps us be steadfast, unmovable and pressing on towards the prize, the mark and the high calling of God. 
 
     As we start off this New year lets ask the Lord to take the wrong desires out of our heart, put His desires in, in every area of our life, psychically, spiritually, emotionally, ministerially, relationship wise, divine appointments, kingdom relationships and God ordained open doors. Ect, ect...As these desires begin to birth in your heart then realize that there is a price to pay for success and a price to pay for failure and the price for failure is alot higher. So I set my faith in alignment with yours that as you seek ye first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, He will give you the grace, strength, anointing, favor, spiritual wisdom and bless you in all spiritual blessing to help you do, become, accomplish and receive all that is that God has for you. Remember that we are not called to be wilderness wanderers, we are called to be Canaan conquers.
